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The following changes are proposed to TR 22.967 v1.2.2.

6.1.6
SIM/USIM Requirement

ETSI MSG require that SIM/USIM shall be present owing to the fact that the SIM/USIM presence is already mandatory is several EU countries for Emergency Calls.
Comment:

3GPP have standardised protocols that enable emergency calls to be made with and without a SIM/USIM.  Whether or not a SIM/USIM is required for emergency calls (and the associated commercial issues) is a matter for local legislation/agreement.

ETSI MSG requires the ability to disable the MS ISDN and/or SIM/USIM when the vehicle is deregistered or destroyed.

A USIM is required for the PSAP to be able to call back the driver since the capability for the PSAP to call using IMEI may not be available.

The eCall UICC installed in the vehicle must meet automotive specifications.
Further consideration should be given to soft USIM functionality for the new emergency voice/data service because

· there is no requirement for the USIM to be transferable between vehicles.

· there may be scope for reduction of costs of distributing UICCs to vehicle manufacturers and dealers. 
Editors Note:  Is there anything that can/should be done about this within the specifications or is it an issue that needs to be included in national/regional procedures and legislation for the de-registration/disposal of vehicles?
