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1 Introduction

3GPP SA4 would like to thank OMA for your reply concerning the DIMS work Item and its relation to your RME work Item, and for the presence of some of your delegates at our meeting.

2 Situation in 3GPP

We are pleased to inform you that the SA1 group has agreed that SA4 may proceed, considering the use cases and requirements from the RME requirement document, for the DIMS work on going in SA4.

The SA4 group has finalized its requirements for DIMS, incorporating many of the RME requirements;  those not incorporated were generally considered out of scope for SA4’s work. 

The DIMS scope has been reviewed and takes into account the OMA BAC-MAE views on the division of responsibility. 

3GPP SA4 is issuing a request for information on technology, making it available to industry and to other SDOs, so as to determine what technologies exist that might contribute to the specification of DIMS. 

You will find enclosed the DIMS finalized requirement document, the updated scope and schedule for DIMS as well as the request for information.

3 Worksplit

We appreciate that OMA BAC-MAE expects collaboration with SA4 and we would like to reciprocate the wish of OMA BAC-MAE to have a further dialogue in order to agree on an optimum work split. The work to be achieved was segmented in multiple sub-sections. We note and appreciate the willingness of the OMA BAC-MAE group to have the development of the DIMS specification proceed as a responsibility of SA4 for many of the defined areas. SA4 will continue to inform and collaborate with OMA BAC-MAE to make the work progress and fulfil both DIMS and relevant RME requirements in these areas.

However, it appears that the work split and specification need to be refining and tightly coordinated concerning sections 1 and 2 in the DIMS scope of work for which our two groups both have expertise.

1. SA4 intends to define a solution by selecting available open standards to perform “Presentation format for scene and dynamic updates” – e.g. XHTML, SVG, Script, LASeR. Other SDOs involved: W3C, ISO/MPEG, OMA etc.

SA4 assumes that “Event handling” will be provided or accommodated by the “Presentation format for scene and dynamic updates”.

 Within 3GPP, SA4 has the responsibility to manage a set of media formats and codecs. This set of codecs is universally used for all 3GPP-defined features such as PSS, MMS, MBMS, as well as conversational services. OMA, defining-bearer independent features, reuses the features defined in 3GPP (in MMS, BCAST etc). SA4 expects that DIMS/RME will be included in our set of media formats and be introduced into at least the 3GPP features PSS and MBMS. When considering new media formats SA4 evaluates as a minimum the following aspects of the media format/codec:  implementation complexity, transport format, bandwidth management, error handling, user experience/quality and UAProf impacts.  SA4 is planning to do the same for the new media type DIMS/RME.
It is clear that SA4 does not intend to develop any specification at the application level as well as the integration of the DIMS/RME media-type within the browser and these points are under the responsibility and particular knowledge of the OMA BAC-MAE working group.

SA4 would be glad to collaborate tightly with OMA BAC-MAE on these two particular points in order to achieve:

· A clear alignment on the on-going specifications within the two groups

· A global DIMS/RME solution within the allocated time frame.

This collaboration can be achieved by sharing proposed solutions and specifications between both groups to limit as much as possible divergence and by inviting representatives of each group to attend both SA4 and BAC-MAE meetings.

4 Actions for OMA

SA4 would appreciate OMA review of the enclosed documents.

SA4 would appreciates the receipt of the RME requirements, and is hoping that BAC-MAE can consider the DIMS requirements, so we may achieve congruent requirements and a common DIMS/RME solution when progressing the work on bullet 1 and 6. 

SA4 would be glad to be kept informed on the ongoing work you have regarding RME.

It was most helpful to have an OMA members present at our recent meeting;  we note with pleasure that our February meetings are in consecutive weeks, in the same country, and would like to suggest that the two groups explore having some joint time together or exchange of delegates.
