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1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks SA1 for their LS on the higher data rates in MBMS User Services. SA1 asked SA4 whether the MBMS Release 6 user services are bearer agnostic and could be carried over any other generic IP access. SA4 has reviewed the Liaison Statement and the attached tdoc S1-051010 (CR on MBMS enhancements for generic IP accesses) and would like to give the following response. 
The MBMS Release 6 user services are not bearer agnostic and cannot simply be carried over any generic IP access. Release 6 MBMS User Services were designed to run on top on an MBMS bearer service. This means, that the underlying distribution bearer service must offer IP multicast capabilities. Further, the MBMS User Service parts of the BM-SC interact with the MBMS bearer service parts of the BM-SC to trigger the establishment and release of MBMS transmission resources. The MBMS receivers “understand” the MBMS service announcements and know, how to activate reception for MBMS multicast mode and MBMS broadcast mode transmissions.
The MBMS User Service can be made bearer agnostic, but this may have an impact on procedures, security and the architecture. During the SA4 meeting, some technical concerns about the fulfilment of the requirements in the attached CR (S1-051010) have been raised. SA4 suggests involving SA2 and SA3 and possibly other groups in the discussions.
