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1. Introduction
SA#30 assigned some actions to meet the SAE work plan to SA1. One of the actions is about the EUTRA IMS and GSM/UMTS CS service continuity (S2-060546). More specifically, SA#30 requested to evaluate whether EUTRA to GSM CS and GSM CS to EUTRA handovers are of equal importance or not. SA#30 also requested to evaluate the relative importance of EUTRA to UMTS CS and UMTS CS to EUTRA handover. 

Based on the actual deployment example, this paper proposes the handover from EUTRAN to GSM/UMTS CS is relatively important rather than vice versa.
2. Discussion
Currently in Korea (SKTelecom), CDMA2000 has national wide coverage, but WCDMA only covers a part of Korea.  Supposing that the UE has capability of both WCDMA and CDMA2000. When the UE using CDMA2000 for the service is going into the WCDMA area, the handover to WCDMA is not occurred. Instead, the UE continually uses the CDMA2000 for the service. It's because, in this case, the handover to WCDMA causes the unnecessary signaling and bad user experience.  Otherwise, when UE using WCDMA is going out the WCDMA area, the UE performs the handover to CDMA2000. Without the handover to the CDMA2000 the UE cannot be served. 
When it comes to the handover of the SAE mentioned, assuming that EUTRA is WCDMA and GSM/UMTS CS is CDMA2000, since it is highly expected that the GSM/UMTS CS has national wide coverage, and EUTRA will cover a part of the nation. Similar to the above, the handover to EUMTS from GSM/UMTS CS will cause the unnecessary signaling and bad user experience. Because the UE is already within GSM/UMTS coverage, it is not necessary to handover to EUTRAN particularly for the service. Besides, handover to GSM/UMTS CS from EUTRAN should be considered with highest priority, because the UE cannot get the service when the handover to GSM/UMTS CS handover is not supported. 
The bottom line is, EUTRA to GSM/UMTS CS handover is relatively important than vice versa. Of course, the vice versa is also important in service provisioning point of view. 
However, when we consider the timeline of the SAE, the handover to GSM/UMTS CS from EUTRA should be considered with relative importance.
3. proposal

We suggest that the LS to SA2 regarding the SAE work plan includes the relative importance of the handover to GSM/UMTS CS from EUTRA. 
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
