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At the last SA plenary it became apparent that 22.115 Chapter 5 does summarise general charging requirements that are only applicable to offline charging. The section introduced for SCUDIF charging, however, is applicable to offline as well as online charging.

Another point discovered was the obsolete definition of CDR (Obsolete: Call detail record, Now: Call data record).

When looking at 22.115 it was recognised that the spec was always updated only in parts obviously never looking at the entire spec. For that reason it was decided to do a more general update.
A CR is provided in TD S1-060105 which major guideline was to align 22.115 with what is defined for online and offline charging already now. By doing these changes it is not intended to pose new requirements.
When reading chapter 5 it is obvious that all requirements in there should be applicable for both ways of charging i.e. online as well as offline charging. For this reason it was decided to delete the references to call detail records completely using the more generic term of “call related charging data”. 

This term is equally applicable to online as well as offline charging, thus also making chapter 5 applicable to both types of charging.
Moreover, the term “CDR” is considered more a technical implementation detail that should not be referred to in a SA1 specification.

Also, when going through the spec it became obvious that the definition section contains information duplicated from 21.905, this is also taken into account when preparing the CR.

The relation of chapter 4.4 on “prepay charging” to the rest of 22.115 is not clear i.e. could be understood in a way to list the only requirements on prepay charging in 22.115. The changed wording makes clear that chapter 4.4. summarises additional requirements specific to prepay charging.
The term prepay charging was kept intentionally, instead of using the SA5 defined terms online and offline charging, that again are technical implementations. 

As already highlighted by doing the changes outlined above, it is not intended to add any new requirements. For that reason, a LS to SA5 WGB is provided in TD S1-060111 asking SA5B to check that the changes done to 22.115 reflect the definitions in their specs and do not pose any new requirements esp. to online charging.
SA1 is kindly requested to review this CR and approve it.
