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3.2.2.8 Steering Of Roaming

There already exists the ability for the HPLMN to configure the UE so that it automatically selects preferred VPLMNs in preference over other VPLMNs when roaming.

There shall also be the ability for the HPLMN to configure the UE so that when in automatic network selection mode, a non-preferred VPLMN is selected only when that non-preferred VPLMN is the only PLMN available. 

There shall also be the ability for the HPLMN selectively to reject requests from the UE to register onto VPLMNs when the UE is in automatic mode. It shall be possible for the VPLMN and UE to identify these rejections as Steering of Roaming rejections as opposed to a fault or a subscription reason. When the UE requests registration onto a VPLMN and this is rejected for a Steering of Roaming reason the UE shall then re-select a different network as soon as possible. Should the rejected VPLMN be the only network available for the UE, there shall be a mechanism for the UE to notify the HPLMN that the VPLMN is the only network available before the UE re-attempts to register on that VPLMN.
There shall be the ability for the HPLMN to remotely update at any time any of the PLMN related configuration data existing on the UE, and for these changes to be updated transparently in a way that the user does not notice and that needs no interaction by the user.
There shall be the ability for the HPLMN remotely to request that a UE attempts to re-select either a different or a specific VPLMN at the next point in time convenient to the user (e.g. not during a call etc).

In following the above Steering of Roaming principles, the UE shall have the final decision on whether to attempt to register onto a specific VPLMN based on radio conditions. 
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
