1 Overview

OMA Requirements Working Group has agreed optional use of multi-level Priority Access as part of ‘Subclause 6.1.9.2 – Prioritisation and Pre-emption’ in the PoC 2.0 draft Requirements Document, which is nearing completion.  
The primary use case of this PoC 2.0 optional requirement is motivated by the need to support national security and emergency preparedness (NS/EP) official communications, part of which requires push-to-talk communications on a prioritised basis that is based on open standards and increasingly implemented over IP based public mobile networks.  In general, such developments are driven by government programmes in different regions, an example of which is the Integrated Wireless Network (IWN) initiative in the U.S. (see also ‘Project Mesa’ from a global perspective, as referenced**).
Usage Scenario:

· When the optional multi-level priority access feature is supported as part of PoC 2.0 service, then authorised users of Priority PoC Access feature are able to request up to 5 levels of priority**.  

· Under network congestion conditions (as determined by implementation criteria), PoC traffic from authorised users designated as high-priority traffic can be treated according to the relative prioritisation levels, taking precedence over non-prioritised PoC traffic; such prioritised treatment applies to both PoC session set-up and delivery of media bursts over the underlying infrastructure end-to-end.

The attached documents OMA-REQ-2006-0004 and OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0275 provide further information on this optional requirement agreed in REQ Group, on a general and detailed basis, respectively.
2 Proposal

For end-to-end prioritised treatment of PoC communications implemented as an application service over a 3GPP or 3GPP2 SIP/IP core, it is envisaged that mechanisms involving the IMS, packet transport bearer, and possibly radio resources may be necessary to support traffic handling prioritisation in their respective functionalities.  Thus, expert advice from both the 3GPP and 3GPP2 organisations are being sought to:

i) identify such mechanisms, as necessary; and 
ii) to determine how best to enable PoC 2 multi-level priority access support within the 3GPP/PP2 infrastructure.

3 Requested Action(s)

To address the needs as mentioned above, OMA Requirements Group kindly asks that 3GPP TSG SA1 (Services), and similarly 3GPP2 TSG-S (Service and System Aspects), to:

a) identify any potential issues requiring study in 3GPP and 3GPP2 infrastructures, respectively, to support OMA PoC 2.0 Priority Access feature; and
b) propose an action plan to address the need to standardise any modified or new mechanisms, as identified in (a), as part of any affected specifications owned by 3GPP and 3GPP2, respectively.  

4 Conclusion

OMA REQ Group would like to thank 3GPP TSG SA1 and 3GPP2 TSG-S in advance for their expert assistance in enabling PoC Priority Access capability and looks forward to their response as to how best to progress on this subject.
