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1. Overall Description

SA1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on the subject of MBMS requirements from LTE.  Having discussed the action requested by RAN2 SA1 would like to provide the following response. 
Extract from S1-060165 (R2-060162):

3. In order to reduce the complexity and the presence of unnecessary protocols, RAN2 had agreed not to support the BMC protocol for LTE, inline with the absence of CBS and/or SMS broadcast requirements in 25.913 and the expected availability of MBMS in LTE. Should RAN2 have assumed that requirements on CBS and/or SMS broadcast like services still exist for LTE? And if this is the case, would it be acceptable for RAN2 to assume the usage of MBMS in LTE as a delivery mechanism for LTE?

To SA1: RAN2 kindly asks SA1 to consider whether the requirement for CBS and/or SMS broadcast like services still exist and  if the proposed RAN2 assumptions in point 3 are an acceptable way forward.

[…]

SA1 has decided that even though CBS services have been deployed the capabilities of MBMS are expected to surpass those of CBS and therefore the support of CBS is not required within RAN LTE. It is expected that the capabilities of MBMS over RAN LTE will enable services similar to CBS to be provided over RAN LTE. SA1 believes this is in line with the assumptions made by RAN2 for work on MBMS enhancements for RAN LTE. A Change Request has been agreed to the All IP Network (AIPN) Stage 1 in TS 22.258 (which contains the service requirements applicable to EUTRAN) to specify that support for Cell Broadcast Services is not required within the evolved system.
2. Actions

To RAN2: SA1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the service requirements defined by SA1 as described above into account within their work on MBMS fro RAN LTE.
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
