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1. Overall Description:

SA1 have discussed whether VCC could be invoked while the voice service happens to be combined with other media within a single IP Multimedia Telephony service. SA1 concluded that the IMS voice service part of such a combined IMS service should be considered for voice call continuity and that service continuity of other non-voice media components within the IP Multimedia Telephony service is outside the scope of VCC.

Regarding those non-voice media components within the IP Multimedia Telephony service, SA1 would like to clarify that those services should not be affected by the VCC procedure in order to guarantee a consistent user experience. As a reminder such requirement is captured within TS 22.101 within VCC section and reads:

"The user experience shall be unaffected by the transition from a CS voice service to an IMS voice service and vice versa". 

As stated above, VCC do not handle the continuity of non-voice services. However, the non-voice services the subscriber was using before VCC procedure should still be available after VCC occurred, in case the domain they were delivered through, either CS or IMS, is still available. For instance, in case of an IP Multimedia Telephony service combining voice and text messaging, once voice has been transferred to the CS domain, the text messaging service should not be affected and IP Multimedia Telephony service should be maintained in case the IMS domain is still available.
