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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has reviewed the SAE timeplan produced by SA2 within S2-060456. SA1 would like to provide SA2 with the status of the following actions assigned to SA1 within the SAE timeplan.

u)
(SA 1) Location Services Further clarification needed as to whether all requirements in 22.071 apply, or, for example support for OMA-SUPL is sufficient. (SA 1 to clarify requirements by 17/2/06).

y)
(SA 1) review legacy service requirements and identify relevant ones and obsolete ones (already started as part of AIPN work, end 17/2/06)

SA1 has agreed a CR to create a normative annex within the AIPN stage 1 in TS 22.258 to capture the requirements for support of legacy services within the AIPN/SAE. Particular attention has been made to LCS, Multicast/Broadcast services and CAMEL.

In particular with regard to support for LCS within the AIPN, SA1 has agreed that substantial degradations in the capabilities for support of LCS by the AIPN compared to existing 3GPP functionality would be unacceptable. For example, it is particularly important that the privacy functionality of LCS be maintained within LCS services provided by the AIPN. SA1 has also agreed that future enhancements to 3GPP LCS functionality to enable location services to be provided by the AIPN should not impact the functionality specified up until now for LCS over UTRAN and GERAN. With regard to the support for OMA SUPL the decision to use OMA SUPL for LCS services in the AIPN would represent selection of a solution and is therefore outside the scope of SA1. However, SA1 has recognised that there seems to be general alignment of the positioning related functionalities defined in TS 22.071 and the functionalities to be included within OMA SUPL up to OMA SUPL version 2. SA1 also understands that OMA SUPL is being investigated as a possible mechanism for providing LCS over I-WLAN. SA1 has identified a requirement for the AIPN to provide LCS services independent to the underlying access system and would like SA2 to analyse the different possible solutions to satisfy this requirement. SA1 does not wish to bias the design of the technical realisation of LCS services within the evolved system by SA2 and RAN groups etc… Therefore, SA1 has defined the service requirements for LCS support within the evolved system independent to the technical realisation. 

It is the opinion of SA1 that this LS together with the attached CR completes the actions within the SAE timeplan listed above.

SA1 hopes that the work of SA1 will enable SA2 to progress the SAE architectural work in an effective and efficient manner.
