1. Introduction

The draft TS 22.259 was submitted as version 1.0.0 to 3GPP SA#30 for information. Reflecting the discussion at 3GPP SA#30 and other discussions it appears that the draft TS need to be improved at least in the following areas:

· Editorial corrections and enhancements to clarify some wording questioned at SA Plenary, in particular to clarify the term “registration” of a UE to a Personal network in contrast to the use of the term UE registration to the PLMN.

· Improvement and clarification of text, in particular to clarify the use and applicability of the various identities being introduced. The current draft text version 1.0.0 does not take account in particular of the identities (public and private, MSISDN and URI), which were introduced in the framework of IMS. 

· More clarity in regard to addresses used for routing/terminating of services and IDs for management of the devices belonging to a PN would be helpful. 

· We need to clarify, whether there is a need to describe interaction with MSP (22.097, 23.097, stage 3 does not exists). Are there any other services to look at?
· Probably a better distinction of functionalities offered by Simple PNM and Advanced PNM is useful. The acronym S-PNM and A-PNM could possible replaced by something which provides some idea of the functionality supported. An improvement to this could be applied throughout the whole document. The “phasing” concept should be taken out.  
The chair of the PNM SWG is aware of a couple of useful input documents addressing those aspects. So, he refrains to submit own proposals. 
The chair of this SWG is also aware of some ideas to expand the coverage of the TS as it is currently limited

· to subscription to one Service Provider only and 

· it is focussed on management of devices belonging to a person (although other applications are not explicitly excluded).
For the sake of a smooth progress I would like to take contributions which contribute to clarity and improve the text with priority at the PNM-SWG session, addressing any other aspect later in time.
