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1. Overall Description:

In LS S1-060xxx (08bTD331r1) TISPAN raised a question on the motivation of the requirement, stated in IMS stage 1 (TS 22.228), to be able to forward individual media of an IP multimedia session. 
TISPAN asked SA1 to provide a use case for this.
The requirement in section 7.4 of TS 22.228 reads as follows:

It shall be possible for the user or the network to identify an alternative destination for an IP multimedia session or individual media of an IP multimedia session. Redirection to alternative destinations may be initiated by the sending party, receiving party or the network on their behalf. It shall be possible for redirection to be initiated at various stages of an IP Multimedia session. For example:

· Prior to the set up of an IP Multimedia session

· During the initial request for an IP Multimedia session

· During the establishment of an IP Multimedia session

· While the IP Multimedia session is ongoing

Motivation and usecases:
The motivation of the requirement comes from the expectation, that for a single IMS session it should be possible to designate different, possibly specialized, devices (own terminals, other user’s terminals, mailbox..) to receive and display individual media. Some simple usecases can be found below.

· A usecase for e.g. redirecting only the video part of a multimedia conversation prior to the set up or during the initial request for an IP Multimedia session may arise if

· The user’s terminal is only audio capable (so the audio part of the multimedia conversation is not redirected), but

· The user wants to redirect the video part (pictures, live or pre-recorded video..) of the conversation with his partner to his video-mailbox for later viewing

· A usecase for e.g. redirecting only the video part of a multimedia conversation during an established IP Multimedia session may arise if

· The user is in a multimedia conversation but decides, that the video part would be much better displayed on his PDA (which has a bigger and brighter screen), so
· During the ongoing multimedia conversation he redirects only the video media to his PDA while keeping the audio part of the multimedia conversation on his current phone.
· A usecase for e.g. redirecting only the video part of a multimedia conversation during the establishment of an IP Multimedia session may arise as a consequence of a user’s preference settings:

· If the user’s terminal is only capable to display low-resolution video 

· However, the user has set his preferences in such a way, that if the video part of an incoming multimedia conversation requires high-resolution, then the video part is automatically redirected to the PDA
