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1. Overall Description

The following action has been allocated to SA1 during TSG SA-29.
“A29-10: duplication of parameters for QoS profiling 
The change request in SP-050635 on QoS profile was approved, however TSG SA asked to investigate whether it is necessary to have the parameters both in the USIM and in the ME as it is likely to cause problems. TSG SA noted that this type of check should always be done from now on whenever parameters are introduced on the UICC applications and/or the ME.”
And SP-050635 states:
“It shall be possible to allocate a particular QoS to any specific service of the user. The association between services and QoS can be handled either network based or UE based. In the case of a UE based association it  shall be possible to be programmed by the Home Environment operator into the ME or the USIM. If the association exists in the UE the specific QoS for the invoked service shall be requested at session / connection establishment. “
This implies that the QoS parameters are determined and programmed by the Home Environment operator. The QoS profile only can be programmed into the USIM or in the ME. For the Home Environment operator, it is completely unnecessary to have the parameters both in the USIM and in the ME as it is likely to cause conflict. 
So there may be three scenarios for UE based association according to the storage place of pre-configured QoS profile.
1. The association between services and QoS only exists in the USIM. Because the ME has no association, the ME may get it from the USIM when the ME is powered on.
2. The association between services and QoS only exists in the ME. Because the USIM has no association, the ME may directly get the association from itself when the ME is powered on.
3. The ME has the association programmed by the Home Environment operator, and is inserted by the USIM with the association of other operator, the parameter of other operator in the USIM shall be possible to have precedence over the parameter of the Home Environment operator in the ME.

It is understood from this SA1 requirement that this type of check should always be done when the ME is powered on, if the QoS parameters are introduced on the UICC applications and/or the ME.
