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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for the liaison requesting clarification on domain selection for MO and MT operations, under the VCC work item.

2.  It is SA1’s opinion, that a user should have a consistent experience of the voice service, irrespective of the domain in which it is delivered. While discussion in SA1 is still going on, SA1 would like to give the following preliminary replies:

a) What are the service requirements for MO operations when a multi domain / RAT UE is registered / attached in more than one domain and or RAT ? 

SA1 response:  It is expected that the preferred domain will be used in the case of MO calls. The preferred domain is controlled by the operator, this control may permit the user to select an alternative domain but overriding control is with the operator.

b) Are the service requirements for MT operations when a multi domain/RAT UE is registered/attached and reachable in more than one domain and/or RAT as listed above sufficient, or are there additional scenarios that should be considered?

SA1 response: SA1 does not have any other delivery options that should be considered for MT calls other than those listed in the SA2 liaison.
c) Are there any of the scenarios listed that should not be considered?

SA1 response: No.  All of the SA2 liaison statement listed scenarios will require consideration in SA2 to identify which are suitable for a Rel-7 VCC feature.
