2.6 Detail
2.6.1 Documents Noted
It was agreed that documents numbered S1-060018, 38, 39, 40, 41 & 42 all contained useful background information on the eCall project but did were not of direct relevance to the 3GPP work of standardizing the communication path.  Hence the documents were noted by the meeting.
Documents S1-060051,2&3 were all agreed in principle and were discussed and appropriate wording added to the TR during the review/drafting of the sections.

Section 6 was reviewed and all outstanding issues were resolved.  During this time the potential requirements and observations were discussed.
