2.6.1 Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study
Discussion: S1-060011 contained draft version 0.8.0 of the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR.

TS 24.229 specifies IP multimedia session/call control protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP), which apply to Multimedia Priority Service. However, support for the SIP Resource Priority Header is not included currently and could be useful for Multimedia Priority Service.

The meeting agreed in principle to a revision of draft TR 22.953, the Multi-media Priority Service Feasibility Study TR (version 1.0.0). The SWG considers the draft TR to be at least 60% complete and proposed to present TR 22.953, version 1.0.0 to SA#31 for information.
