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Background:
ETSI TISPAN has had discussions with representatives of the FMCA. We understand that 3GPP SA1 has also had some discussions with the FMCA.

ETSI TISPAN considers that to progress the FMCA requirements, considerable interaction between TISPAN WG1 and 3GPP SA1 will be required.

TISPAN ACTIONS

In order to initiate and document the actions that TISPAN and 3GPP SA1 will need to undertake, we have proposed to formulate a requirements analysis (or feasibility study).

We would therefore like to take the opportunity to inform 3GPP SA1 that ETSI TISPAN WG1 has requested approval to proceed with a “Requirements Analysis for Fixed Mobile Convergence”. The deliverable will be a TR document covering the following scope:-

Study fixed-mobile convergence scenario's in order to derive requirements and capabilities to support FMC capabilities (e.g. network attachment, roaming, etc.) and the impact of multimedia communication services (e.g. telephony, sms, mms, etc.). Determine the responsible body for each requirement/capability and the release in which it is (to be) covered. 

The goal is: 

· to identify specific access types, and which organisation is defining each of them

· to determine requirements and capabilities (taking account of terminal requirements) and to analyse these to determine which are:

· within TISPAN's scope

· being progressed within other bodies

· a priority for TISPAN Release 2

· included in the next release of 3GPP.

As soon as we have any initial text we intend to share this with 3GPP SA1, by liaison, and will request 3GPP SA1 to review and to provide additional text according to any work 3GPP has already undertaken, and any actions that you may propose to progress this work. We apologise that we have been unable to derive initial text at the current TISPAN meeting.

We look forward to work closely with 3GPP SA1 to derive an agreed common position between 3GPP SA1and ETSI TISPAN WG1.
