Executive Summary
1.1
General

The Priority Service SWG met on April 25 and 27, 2006 to progress work on Priority Service.  The meeting highlights included:

· 11 participants from 10 companies.

· 11 input documents.

· 6 output documents.

· The meeting agreed to S1-060391 with modification to include contributions remanded from the SA1 plenary that contained the agenda for the Priority Service SWG meeting.

· The meeting agreed to S1-060432 that contained a CR to TR 22.952 “Priority Service Guide” to correct the UMTS to GSM Redirection related text.

· The meeting noted S1-060392 that contained a draft of TR 22.953, the Multi-media Priority Service Feasibility Study TR (version 1.0.0) to be used as a basis for contribution to this meeting. Meeting comments on the input draft were agreed to be incorporated into the next updated version.
· The meeting agreed to S1-060393 with modification that contained comments to TR 22.953, v1.0.0, which were incorporated into S1-060517.
