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Executive Summary:
The NSP SWG met for two sessions during SA1#32. It addressed one new requirement and dealt with a small number of revisions to previously agreed requirements. The revisions were mainly to address Action Items allocated during TSG SA.
The new requirement is intended to introduce the concept of “Charging Zones”. The original proposal was revised and now addresses the Charging Stage 1 (TS 22.115) and so this issue proposal will be presented at SA1. 

The SWG agreed four CRs, and a further two CRs will be provided directly to SA1.

China Mobile presented S1-060435. This proposes the introduction of “zones” that could be used to sub-divide a PLMN into different geographical areas. It was clarified that these zones could be of a variety of sizes ranging from single cells, to entire provinces of a country. It was further clarified that the zones are defined by the PLMN operator. Differential charging could be applied when a user moves from one zone to another. As an example a certain zone could be designated the users’ home zone, and the charging for services in this area would be different from that if the user had traveled to another zone. 

The contribution led to much discussion and a number of points were clarified, including

· The user could define whether they received service when outside of their home zone or not

· The relevance of this to network selection was questioned, and it was explained that the mechanism to control whether a user received service in a certain zone could be seen as similar to Network Selection.

· The principle objective was to enable differential charging.

Some delegates suggested different mechanisms by which this could be achieved, including the use of (U)SIM Toolkit. Other delegates commented that some of the text was more appropriate for TS 22.115.
China Mobile produced a contribution to introduce appropriate text for this feature into TS 22.115 in S1-060569. A number of comments were made in response to this, including a request that the text referring to the user “staying in his ‘Charging Zone’ as long as possible” was changed so that it did not infer a conflict with cell reselection mechanisms. 
As the CR now affects the charging specification, the NSP Chairman, requested that the CR was presented at SA1 so that those delegates with knowledge of charging could consider the CR. A revision of the CR in S1-060574 will be presented to SA1.

Cingular Wireless presented S1-060363 to address Action Point 31-07. The meeting agreed the CR. As T Mobile had a contribution in S1-060405 to address exactly the same issue, this document was noted.

Ericsson presented S1-060385, which introduces an exception at switch on in manual mode to allow the UE to select the HPLMN should it be available in the case where the RPLMN (or an equivalent PLMN) is not available. The basic principle was agreed, though a couple of suggestions were made to improve the text and so the contribution was revised to S1-060570. The text was subsequently modified to make it explicitly clear that it referred to “either the HPLMN or an EHPLMN” and this was incorporated in S1-060575 which was then agreed.
O2 presented S1-060465 to clarify how the steering of roaming feature would interact with the User Controlled PLMN list and in the case where the “steered to” network was on a Forbidden list. It also clarifies the situation with regard to manual mode as requested in Action Item 31-07. The general proposal was accepted, but it was felt that the wording could be improved and the contribution was revised to S1-060571. 
There was prolonged debate over the wording of S1-060571. In order to resolve the issues the author was invited to provide a revised CR to SA1 plenary in S1-060576. To guide the drafting of that CR the meeting agreed the following key points:

· Steering of Roaming operates in automatic mode only. A UE in manual mode should reject the steering request. 
· If the specified VPLMN is in the Forbidden List, the UE should attempt to move to that VPLMN and, if successful, that VPLMN should be removed from the Forbidden List. 

· If the UE has selected a VPLMN that is present on User Controlled PLMN List, the steering request shall be rejected.
