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Reason for change:


A requirement exists already in 22.011 to display the forbidden PLMN list to the user when in manual selection mode, however in the new section of additional information the presentation of the information on which of the PLMNs is forbidden have been omitted. This change request adds the requirement to present to the user an indication that the PLMN is present in the Forbidden PLMN list

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The information on which PLMN is forbidden is added to the list of the additional information that the user may receive whilst in manual mode.

Manual network selection mode

The UE shall indicate PLMNs, including "Forbidden PLMNs", which are available. If there are none, this shall also be indicated. The HPLMN of the user may provide on the USIM additional information on the available PLMNs that may be displayed to the user. This information, provided as free text may include:

whether the PLMN is in the Forbidden PLMNs list

Preferred partner,

roaming agreement status,

supported services 

Furthermore, the UE may indicate whether the available PLMNs are present on one of the PLMN selector lists (i.e. EHPLMN, User Controlled or Operator Controlled) as well as not being present on any of the lists.
