Justification

Supplementary services play a very important role in improving user experiences for a subscriber to use multimedia IMS telephony services. In general, supplementary service (e.g. call waiting, call divert and call barring services etc.) capabilities are implemented on related IMS network elements. It is the operator’s responsibility to help the subscriber to establish some supplementary services. In order to guarantee a flexible and easy-to-use user experiences, it is of great importance for the operators to allow the customers to set the supplementary services based on their needs.
Currently in 3GPP, IMS-based supplementary services have been thoroughly defined in TS 22.173, and the main signalling procedures are to be emerged in TS 24.173. However, the mechanisms mentioned in 3GPP do not support terminal setting function for IMS-based supplementary services, and no customer self-provisioning supplementary services have been studied. Thus, the realization of supplementary service self-provisioning should be studied carefully. It is proposed in this work item to support customer self-provisioning for IMS-based services (CSIS) as a mandatory requirement for operators.

Objective
