	Reason for change:
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	Currently SMS is widely used as notification in business as the diagram shows.SMS received shows the sender’s number, phone number or the Internet application’s access number. The numbers is not as meaningful as the real name.
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3GPP TS 23.040 defines the sender address could be alphanumeric, it doesn’t support Chinese coding. In order that the receiver can reply the SMS with the real name, the access number as sender address should be remained. 

To ensure there are no pseudo  names, the real name can only be set by network operators. The new technical realization specification may be compatible to the old one, so once the new specification is realized in live network, the existing handset will receive and present the SMS at least as well as before .

To summarise, I propose to support sender’s real name in 3GPP SMS.

The following is the expected scenarios.

· Enterprises that use SMS to contact with its staff or customers show the application’s access number in the sender address. The enterprises expect that SMS presented in user’s handset can show their real names which are more readable than numbers.

· Content Providers that use SMS  to send content wish to show their real name to advertise.

· The end user wants to read the real name to judge whether the SMS is a useful one or spam only.

Short Message Service  - Point to Point (SMS-PP)

A short message service point to point shall be supported. The short message service shall be provided seamlessly (as far as the user or the users terminal equipment is concerned) across the UTRAN and GERAN.

Short Message Service - Cell Broadcast (SMS-CB)

A short message service cell broadcast shall be provided seamlessly (as far as the user or the users terminal equipment is concerned) across the UTRAN and GERAN.

Short Message Service – Cooperator Application to Client (SMS-A2C)
A short message service application to client shall be supported. The short message service shall be provided seamlessly (as far as the user or the users terminal equipment is concerned) across the UTRAN and GERAN. It shall be possible for the terminal UE to display sender’s name, or the number if the name is not available, as the sender’s identity. The name shall be set or authenticated by the network.
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
