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	Reason for change:


	The smart card is currently undergoing a significant trend towards higher memory capacities and increased computing power. It can be expected that such features will also significantly enhance services and service opportunities related to 3GPP applications. Some examples:

· Instant branding: Customising a neutral handset with parameters and data loaded from the USIM.

· On-Card Web Server: HTTP pages on the USIM will bring web look-and-feel to USAT applications.

· Content streaming (deciphering) through the USIM will allow new card-based DRM approaches.

· Storage of multi-media contents, fast access to the USIM phonebook, etc.

All these applications require large amounts of data to be transfered to and from the USIM in a user-friendly timeframe which the current ME/USIM interface (based on standards from the 1980s) is not able to support. To overcome this bottleneck, it is proposed to include into 3GPP specifications the requirements for an optional new high speed interface between the terminal and the UICC for the benefit of the 3GPP USIM and ISIM. 

Note: The proposed requirements are chosen to be in line with the work already done at ETSI TC SCP, so that work can be re-used for 3GPP purposes.

13.2
The UICC

Characteristics including physical formats of a UICC are defined in TS 31.101[36].

Access to services via 3GPP system with a single UICC shall be possible.

13.2.1
The UICC and Applications other than the USIM or ISIM

It shall be possible for the UICC to host other applications in addition to the USIM or ISIM, see figure 3. Service providers, subscribers or users may need to establish additional data or processes on the UICC. Each application on an UICC shall reside in its own domain (physical or logical). It shall be possible to manage each application on the card separately. The security and operation of an application in any domain shall not be compromised by an application running in a different domain. Applications may need to use their own security mechanisms which are separate to those specified by 3GPP e.g. electronic commerce applications.

Examples of UICC applications are: USIM, ISIM, off-line user applications like UPT, electronic banking, credit service, etc.

Applications should be able to share some information such as a common address book.

It shall be possible to address applications, which reside on the UICC, via the air interface.

Faster Access and Retrieval of Data from UICC

An optional interface may be provided between the UICC and the ME. 

If provided, this interface shall provide faster access and retrieval of data to enhance the user experience. Some of the examples that might require this functionality are listed below: 
- Instant branding
- On-card web servers
- Deciphering of streaming content
- Data stored on the UICC, e.g. phone book, PLMN lists or user data
This Interface shall be backward compatible with the existing ISO interface.
13.3
Terminals and Multiple UICCs

A single terminal may support the use of multiple UICC (e.g with applications like USIM and/or banking, credit card,...). Only one UICC shall be active at a time to access a PLMN. In case the active UICC contains more than one USIM, the requirements of 13.1.4 shall apply. 

If the UICC with the active USIM is removed from the mobile terminal during a call (except for emergency calls), the call shall be terminated immediately. If the UICC with an active ISIM is removed during an IMS session the IMS session shall be terminated.
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
