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Introduction

This contribution extends the current definition of the term “Network Composition” in TR22.980. It clarifies that network composition may impact how composed networks interwork or co-operate on the user plane.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in [4] and the following apply.

Network Composition: The process that enables dynamic co-operation between an evolved 3GPP network and another network, or between networks in general. It is based on a Composition Agreement negotiated between the composing networks. Composition particularly addresses co-operation on the control plane, e.g. regarding mobility, QoS, security and/or charging, which may also impact how the composed networks co-operate on the user plane. 

Network composition consists of a set of phases that define the necessary procedures to establish co-operation between the composing networks.
