2. Proposal

Comverse propose to add the changes described below to the CAT TR.
Alerting Tone:
An indication that is played to the calling subscriber during establishment of a call, when rejecting a call or during an established call session indicating one of the following:

· that the called subscriber is being alerted.  
· the progress of communication request  (Call Forward, Call Wait etc.)

· any alerting event during a call session
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
