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1. Introduction

This contribution discusses the roaming related issue which is in the TR23.882, especially for the roaming restriction.  

2. Discussion 

The section, 5 Requirements on the Architecture, of the TR 23.882 describes the high-level principles. Among them there is an unsolved issue related to the roaming. 
Roaming etc restrictions shall not be more granular than Tracking Area (considerations for support of RAT specific restrictions needs to be made). SA1 needs to clarify the requirements on RAT specific restrictions. 
Tracking Area is a generic name for LA, RA, and URA in the TR.  
RAT specific restrictions are not limited to the LTE system but applied to the overall 3GPP systems. In addition, roaming requirements for new network are already considered in the TR22.811 and TS22.011. 
3. Conclusion and proposed text

We propose the following text for the TS. 
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x. Roaming

Roaming etc restrictions shall not be more granular than Tracking Area. Refer to TS22.011 [x] for support of RAT specific issue. 
Note: Tracking Area is a generic name for LA, RA, and URA in this specification.
