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1.  Introduction

This contribution tables a proposal for a special VGCS service ----- private call service. 
2. Background
Private call is regarded as a special voice group call which has only 2 group members. A calling service subscriber initiates a private call by entering the called service subscriber’s PTT Id, or by selecting the user from the name list in the terminal and pressing the PTT button. 

The following scenarios should be considered:

· when both the calling and called service subscribers are in the same cell, a pair of radio channels can be shared. Thus the number of private calls supported in each cell can be doubled.

· When the two service subscribers are not in the same cell, a pair of radio channels should be established in each cell. 

The operation of a private call is the same as that of a normal VGCS call. Any service subscriber who wants to speak must press the PTT button first, while one subscriber is speaking, the other one must listen and can not speak. 
The establishment procedure of a private call is also the same as that of a normal VGCS call, so the call delay must be less than a normal P2P call. 

The security aspect of VGCS should also be applied to private call service.

When private call application is applied, it shall be possible to save radio resources as well as extending the VGCS application for end users.

 We propose the private call service to be highlighted in current VGCS service requirement. At the same time, the private call service is quite suitable for people who are used to the “Walkie Talkie” terminals, for example people in government organizations, energy and transportation enterprises, airports, harbors, fire-fighting police units and so on.
