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The following text is proposed for the high level requirements expected in clause 5.2, 5.3 and 5.4: 

5.2
Priority Session Origination 

A session shall receive priority radio treatment (priority access to voice or traffic channels) on the originating network when the session is originated by an MPS Service User.

A session shall receive priority treatment (priority access to voice or traffic channels) in the mobile terminating network, when the session is originated by a MPS Service User.

5.3
Priority Session Establishment

Since MPS is invoked by an explicit user request, it can only be initiated by the originator of the service. It only applies to terminations when the originator is an MPS Service User. The priority of the terminating party is irrelevant.

5.4
Priority Session Progression

An MPS Service User shall receive priority session treatment/progression through the mobile network(s). Under congestion conditions, an authorised MPS session shall be given priority over normal sessions in the originating mobile networks and in the terminating mobile network. In case the MPS session traverses or terminates in other networks (e.g. the PSTN), the network shall support the capability to indicate to the other network that this is an MPS session. Sessions should not be pre-empted.
