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Introduction
The CAT TR 22.982 has been presented for information to SA and reached some maturity – the current version is 1.1.0. Still it appears that the TR in its current form needs reworking. 
The current contribution proposes to restructure the document and to clarify several unclear phrases. Also editorial improvements are proposed.  See also the attached document, which comments several of these issues.
Proposal

It is proposed to walk through the attached document, which contains questions, comments and potential enhancements to TR 22.982 v 1.1.0.

Additionally it is proposed to restructure the document. Requirements and architectural- or protocol issues should be clearly separated.
