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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution introduces the SAE service requirement (Multi access and seamless mobility).

1. Background
At the last ad-hoc meeting in Sophia Antipolis, “administrative domain” and “optimal mobility” were discussed in section 7.1.1 and concluded that it needed more clarification.
2. Discussion
“Administrative domain” means a portion of a service platform environment that a operator can control and we could see the definition in TR22.800(V6.0.0) as follows:

Domain: Unless specifically stated otherwise, the word "domain" is used to denote an administrative domain. An administrative domain is under the control of an actor (e.g. company). Some domains used in the present document may (roughly) correspond to technical domains specified by 3GPP. The technical details regarding such relationships are not covered by the document.
3. Proposal

Heterogeneous access systems mobility
The evolved 3GPP system shall support mobility between heterogeneous access systems.
The evolved 3GPP system shall allow for optimal mobility management within and across both intra- and inter-access systems.
The evolved 3GPP system shall allow for optimal mobility management within and across Administrative Domains (i.e. the overall network domain under the control of a single network operator / service provider, or operator-defined network regions that are used to divide the administrative task into smaller domains).

The evolved 3GPP system shall allow for optimal mobility management within and across geographic regions. 
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
