 Requirements of terminal

For the CS video-telephony call, the caller terminal shall keep connection with the network to play the CAT at the time called is ringing. It’s a requirement that terminal shall successfully complete the H.324M connection initiated by network, even in the period of alerting when no answer message is received.

If the H.324M connection is setup already, the connection shall not be interrupted by the later ANSWER message. But only the later ANSWER can initiate the charging process , namely, the connection before receiving the later ANSWER should not be charged

The existing text section raises some questions and we would like to discuss how to interpret the text. The sentences above are discussed one by one. 

1. "For the CS video-telephony call, the caller terminal shall keep connection with the network to play the CAT at the time called is ringing." 

What is meant by "keep connection with the network"? Is the intention that the CS VT terminal calling a CAT subscriber establishes some kind of connection to the "network" immediately after dialing and presents the media selected by the CAT subscriber to the calling user, while the connection to the actually called terminal progresses?
2. "It's a requirement that terminal shall successfully complete the H.324M connection initiated by network, even in the period of alerting when no answer message is received." 

What is meant by "connection initiated by network"? Did the network initiate the connection? Or, are we talking about the called terminal, not the caller terminal that was referred by the previous sentence? 

What is meant by "complete the H.324M connection"? Complete in the sense conclude, end, or complete in the sense fulfill, keep? 

What kind of answer message? 
3. "If the H.324M connection is setup already, the connection shall not be interrupted by the later ANSWER message". 

Can the connection be set up before receiving an ANSWER? 

Or are there more than one ANSWER that can be received, and in that case how many? 

Is "later ANSWER" referring to the second (or third, or ...) ANSWER, or just an ANSWER that comes late, after the connection is set up (without receiving an ANSWER)? 

Or is this referring to the case where an already connected call receives another setup request (and should thus indicate BUSY)? 

Is the requirement put to the called terminal?
4. "But only the later ANSWER can initiate the charging process, namely, the connection before receiving the later ANSWER should not be charged." 

We assume there's a connection before receiving the "later ANSWER" (which is a bit unclear, see above) that should not be charged.  Is this the CAT "connection"?
Proposal

We suggest that the group discusses the above question and tries to clarify the text in accordance with the discussion.
