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1 Introduction
SA1 is currently in the process of reviewing the contents of the AIPN specification (TS 22.258) and using it as a basis to create a new specification (TS 22.278) to specify service requirements for evolution of the 3GPP system in the SAE-R work item. In the process, a great deal of the contents of  TS 22.258 can be re-used in TS 22.278. 
However there are also differences between the AIPN work and the SAE-R work. Originally the AIPN work served a pioneering role in discussing requirement for an IP-based evolved network and started well before 3GPP decided to engage in the LTE (TR 25.912) and SAE (TR 23.882) work. Consequently AIPN contains a lot of interesting new features without discussing how a phased introduction of these features is possible. 
In the case of SAE-R however, we are dealing with a specific release of the 3GPP standards, where alignment with all 3GPP working groups has to be considered. At SA#33, the approach was endorsed that in the SAE work the items on the critical path for LTE are prioritised (SP-060619). LS SP-060685 was sent to the working groups involved in SAE/LTE (including SA1) with a work-plan. In line with the approach accepted at SA#33 it is proposed to differentiate the essential features of the evolved system from the non-essential ones (see Discussion section below). Furthermore, it is proposed that SA1 does not currently engage in the standardization of the features which can be regarded as non-essential, and would require significant additions to the current overall SAE/LTE work plan. 
2 Discussion
· 22.258 includes support for ad hoc networks and moving networks, which are non-essential features of the evolved system, and can be added later on. Both of these topics imply research-oriented technical questions which are expected to take up a considerable amount of time to discuss in 3GPP. Furthermore, a number of questions are expected to arise regarding the business roles of the different network entities which would further complicate standardization time line.
· At the SA1 ad hoc in Sophia Antipolis (28th August-1st October), section 7.2 on the Management of access networks was included in 22.278. The section includes a number of undefined terms such as “self-managing technologies”, “plug-and-play”. It discusses dynamically adding and removing non-3GPP defined access networks, but even to statically add or remove access networks seems to be a difficult task to solve within SAE. Hence Ericsson believes that this feature is premature to be included in 22.278. Instead, it can be discussed in the context of the Network Composition work. 
3 Proposal 

Ericsson proposes the following with respect to TS 22.278:

· Do not include support for ad hoc networks in this release of the specification. 

· Do not include support for moving networks in this release of the specification.
· Remove the support self-managing technologies, as shown below. 
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
