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1. Introduction:

CT1 have sent SA1 an LS on Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS questioning some of the requirements in TS 22.173 clause 4.2 in particular those requirements to support non conversational media type including .
· File transfer, 

· Video clip sharing, picture sharing, audio clip sharing. Transferred files may be displayed/replayed on receiving terminal for specified file formats.
2. Discussion:

CT1 point out that while there are existing service definitions and format specifications (e.g TS 26.235, Draft TS 26.114) for IMS communication based upon full duplex speech, real time video and text communication, there do not exist similar detailed definitions for corresponding IMS based communication for file transfer, video clip sharing, picture sharing, and audio clip sharing. A discussion at the recent SA4 MTSI adhoc confirms that SA4 also have no current plans to specify such formats in TS 26.114 in release 7.
The requirements for service interactions for Multimedia Telephony Sessions involving non-conversational media capabilities like file transfer are not currently stated. For instance what is the expected Supplementary Service behaviour when a Multimedia Telephony Session including both conversational media types and non-conversational media types (e.g. file transfer) are diverted, placed on hold or transferred into a conference mid way through a file transfer? Furthermore, what is the required behaviour when a user is involved in a conversational Multimedia Telephony Session with one user and receives an invitation for a file transfer from another user?

It is also important to define the relative roles of 3GPP and OMA in relation to this work. For those services for Multimedia Telephony Sessions that are equivalent to those that are currently defined for the CS domain it is appropriate to develop these within 3GPP. However for the additional services identified in TS 22.173 there is similar work on Multimedia Sessions being specified within OMA and there seems to be the risk of overlap with both MMS and SIP SIMPLE IM work.
3. Conclusion:

The definition of a standardised interoperable Multimedia Telephony Service requires the detailed specification of all the media formats and file types that are required to be supported. At this stage sufficiently detailed requirements for File transfer, Video clip sharing, picture sharing and Audio clip sharing do not exist. 
Full completion of this work therefore seems to be outside the schedule for release 7 and so it is proposed that these requirements should be deleted from TS 22.173. Further consideration should be given to whether specification work should be done on including these requirements for release 8 and CT1 and SA4 should be informed of this decision in a reply.
