Justification

TS 23.204 specifies how to deliver SMS over generic 3GPP IP access, where the Short Message (SM) is entirely encapsulated in the SIP message so that the traditional SM not only can be delivered in CS, but also in IMS over different IP-CAN. 

In addition, there is an interest for supporting service level interworking between Short Message and existing SIP-based Instant Message (IM) services, which enables the communication between SMS terminals and IMS terminals that do not support the SMS or TS 23.204.

Objective

The overall objective is to enhance the 3GPP SMS specifications to support service-level interworking between deferred and immediate messaging, including (but not limited to) the following aspects (while complementing the work done in other fora, including OMA):
· Providing a consistent service experience to the user when IM-to-SM service-level interworking takes place.

· Determining the scenarios IM-to-SM service-level interworking is applicable.

· Providing a mechanism to support IM-to-SM service-level interworking and vice versa.

· Providing the IM-to-SM service-level interworking authorisation.
