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General

There has been some discussion on the requirement relating to the display of EHPLMN to the user, when in manual mode, in the case that only one EHPLMN is to be displayed..
At present there appear to be two options:

1.
Display the highest available EHPLMN

In this case the user will be presented with information related to the EHPLMN that he will actually be selecting.

2.
Display the highest priority EHPLMN whether it is available or not.

In this case the user will always be presented with the same information no matter which EHPLMN is going to be selected.
It is worth noting that in both cases if the EF-OPL etc. file are available then the operator can determine what will be displayed to the user though in case 1. it is possible the user may see the same EHPLMN name multiple times (depending on the data on the USIM).
Proposal

To make sure that there is consistent mobile implementations SA1 should decide on which requirement is the correct one.

Impact on TS 22.011

Based on the decision of SA1 the wording in TS 22.011 would need to be amended to read as follows:

1
Highest Available EHPLMN is to be displayed to the user: 

Any available PLMN's shall be presented in the following order:
i)
HPLMN (if the EHPLMN list is not present); or if one or more of the EHPLMNs are available then based on an optional data field on the USIM either the highest priority available EHPLMN is to be presented to the user or all available EHPLMNs are presented to the user in priority order; if the data field is not present, then only the highest priority available EHPLMN is presented;
2
Highest Priority EHPLMN is to be displayed to the user (whether it is actually available or not):
Any available PLMN's shall be presented in the following order:
i)
HPLMN (if the EHPLMN list is not present); or if one or more of the EHPLMNs are available then based on an optional data field on the USIM either the highest priority EHPLMN is to be presented to the user (whether actually available or not) or all available EHPLMNs are presented to the user in priority order; if the data field is not present, then only the highest priority EHPLMN is presented (whether actually available or not);
