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1. Overall Description:

Sa1 is pleased to answer to the questions proposed by SA2.

Question 1a)
“Should the VCC handling of CALL WAITING be treated the same way as MPTY? For example, if a VCC UE has one active session ongoing while there are other session(s) in CALL WAITING, the VCC UE shall not perform Domain Transfer.”

Answer: No. This is subjected to operator policies as stated by existing requirements in 22.101
Question 1b)
“Should the VCC handling of CALL HOLD be treated the same way as MPTY? For example, if a VCC UE has one active session ongoing while there are other session(s) on CALL HOLD, the VCC UE shall not perform Domain Transfer.”

Answer: No. This is subjected to operator policies as stated by existing requirements in 22.101.
Question 2)  
“Which call/session shall be selected for domain transfer?

2-a) only the active session – this means the call/session that the VCC UE is currently engaging conversation, or

2-b) controlled by operator policy – this means an operator policy that is stored in the UE would indicate whether domain transfer shall be performed or not.”

Answer: The operator policy should indicate whether domain transfer shall be performed or not. In case the operator policy for VCC activation is met, the active call shall be transferred,  SA1 understands it is only feasible to perform domain transfer of only one session, so SA1 has agreed the attached CR which removes the requirement to re-establish any calls which were on hold.
Question 3)

“What are the requirements on the policy?”

Answer: The policies are defined by the operator and are based on radio conditions and coverage availability For example the operator policy can indicate whether domain transfer shall be performed or not when both CS and the IMS domain are available, and the user is engaged in a CALL HOLD/CALL WAITING Supplementary Service. The Policies can have different settings on each Domain Transfer direction (i.e., IMS to CS, and CS to IMS). In case of loss of coverage in the current domain the active call shall be transferred.
