Designation of UE behaviour
When an earthquake happens, EEW information is a time-sensitive message, so the message with buzzing loudly helps users become aware of it quickly. However, evacuation information such as maps to emergency facilities is not always so time-sensitive message, and buzzing loudly is not always required. Therefore, it is convenient for alert message source to designate UE behaviours (whether buzzing loudly or not, whether pop-upping alert text in the foreground and vibrating or not) optionally.
Then, if an alert message source designates UE behaviours as buzzing loudly and vibrating, some users want their own UE not to buzz because of loudness, so it is convenient for users that user preference overrides alert message source’s designation and UE behaves in accordance with user preference.
However, it is a problem that user preference with silence instead of buzzing as UE behaviour results in unawareness of the message when the message is really urgent and time-sensitive. In order to resolve this problem, PWS should inform UE of which is given a priority of UE behaviours, alert message designation or UE behaviours, and UE should behave in accordance with this priority.
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
