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Introduction

This contribution proposes to create requirements for the support for the continuity of a TS11 or equivalent service (speech) between the evolved 3GPP system and the existing 3GPP defined systems and viceversa. This type of continuity is commonly referred to as “single radio VCC”. The requirements are intended to be added to section 7.1 of the current document.

Proposal

7.1.1.x
Service continuity at domain and RAT change for TS 11 or equivalent PS service
It shall be possible to support continuity of an established voice call, i.e. between a TS11 and an equivalent PS service, when the UE moves between two different domains and RATs. The user experience shall be as far as possible unaffected by the change of domain and RAT.The RAT change procedure executed to enable service continuity for an established voice call shall target an interruption time not higher than 300 ms.
RAT change and domain selection shall be under the control of the registered PLMN. When the UE is roaming, it shall be possible for the VPLMN to take into account any user’s HPLMN policy. 
Service continuity of an established voice call shall have minimal impact on existing standards, in particular on pre Rel-6 standards.
To support service continuity of an established voice call a UE shall not be required to support simultaneous radio transmission via different 3GPP defined RATs
Note: 
While impact on legacy RAT is highly undesirable, a minor impact on the legacy CS core network may be acceptable.
