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SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for sending S2-062604 / R2-062034 related to the SA2 working assumption captured in Section 7.12.5 “Granularity of QoS Control” in TR 23.882 (V.1.3.0).

SA2 has discussed the subject and has re-confirmed the above mentioned working assumption. 

SA2 has agreed that for NW-init bearers QoS control resides in the PCRF/PCEF. This includes control over uplink packet filters installed per SAE bearer in the UE. Also for this, NAS signaling impacts are similar for one-to-one and 1:n mapping for SAE access-bearers to SAE Radio-bearers. Note that SA2 assumes that potential issues related to PDCP will be dealt with in RAN2/RAN3 groups.
SA2 has discussed the number of SAE bearers established concurrently per UE each requiring differentiated QoS treatment. SA2 believes that in typical scenarios 2 – 4 Non-GBR SAE bearers including the corresponding PDCP entity per UE would be sufficient, but in some use cases up to 12 – 15 SAE bearers including the corresponding PDCP entity per UE may be required. Furthermore, dedicated Non-GBR SAE bearers (as defined in Section 7.12.1 in TR 23.882 (V.1.3.0)) may be long lived since they may get established in advance, e.g., at ‘attach’ or ‘IMS registration’. Note that those dedicated SAE bearers run in parallel with the default SAE bearer.
SA2 has re-confirmed that the S1 and X2 tunneling protocols are still FFS (see Section 7.12.8 in TR 23.882 (V.1.3.0)). However, SA2 acknowledges that the definition of the S1 and X2 tunneling protocols is within the scope of RAN3.

SA2 kindly requests RAN3 to take the above stated SA2 positions into account in particular with respect to the definition of the S1 and X2 tunneling protocols.
