Justification

WLAN access is becoming more widespread and more devices are being provided with WLAN capability. It is important therefore to have clear requirements in place that describe how WLAN-equipped devices use this access. 
Requirements for the selection of I-WLAN networks are included in TS22.234 (Requirements for WLAN Interworking), however, these requirements need to be consistent with the network selection mechanism described in TS22.011. Selection of WLAN in general is not covered in any 3GPP specification and therefore how mobile devices select WLAN generally is undefined. To ensure consistent behaviour, I-WLAN, WLAN and 3GPP access network selection requirements should be integrated and contained in one specification. 
WLAN access was considered as part of Technical Report TR22.811 (Review of Network Selection Principles). The TR concluded that where multiple technologies may be available in a given location, it would be useful to provide a single mechanism for identifying preferences.

Objective

The objective of this WI is to integrate requirements for the selection of WLAN access (including I-WLAN) into the existing PLMN network selection mechanisms and define these in one specification. The network selection mechanisms covered include automatic and manual selection. 
It is intended that the mechanisms devised should be applicable to other, similar, new access types e.g. WiMax (IEEE 802.16) and fixed access.

Service Aspects

· Automatic network selection of mobile operator WLAN access
· Manual network selection of mobile operator WLAN access
· Operator management of network preferences including WLAN
· Operator management of how the device uses WLAN access.
