Conclusion
This Technical Report has described the concept of Network Composition and a number of use cases applicable to 3GPP networks. It is concluded that the capabilities required for the introduction of Network Composition into 3GPP networks requires new specification work within 3GPP. It is also concluded that, depending on the scenario / use case, these new additional capabilities can range from rather minor to more sophisticated. 

The recommendation of this Technical Report is that the work be undertaken in a multi-pronged approach, resulting in a new Technical Specifications, and updates of existing specifications where appropriate. Particularly, it is recommended

- to produce a Techncial Specification to capture the corresponding service requirements that result from use cases, considered relevant to 3GPP, described in this Technical Report.

- to investigate the applicability of Network Composition in ongoing Work Items of 3GPP such as SAE-R, PNM etc. and to capture the corresponding specific service requirements under these work items.
