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Introduction 

In the Service Migration WID (S1-060965), it is stated that the end goal is to provide all services in IMS. In order to define the migration path from starting point (i.e., current network) to the end point (i.e., network where all services are to be provided using IMS), it is important to first identify the service requirement of that end point. Therefore, this contribution proposes some of requirements for the network where all services will be provided using IMS (called IMS Centralized Services).

Proposal 

This contribution proposes that the requirements given below be considered for the Service Migration TR:

Service Consistency:
When services are provided by the IMS, IMS Multimedia Telephony service set as defined in TS 22.173  and TS 24.173 shall be used as the services defined for voice regardless of access network (valid for both home and roaming network), however reduced service offering may be provided subject to constraints of the access network.
Note: other services beside the one defined in TS 22.173 and TS 24.173 are FFS.
Support of Legacy UEs:

Pre-release 8 UEs (without IMS Centralized Services enhancements) should be supported.  When services are provided by the IMS a reduced IMS Multimedia Telephony service set offering may be provided subject to constraints of the UE.

Note: The reduced IMS Multimedia Telephony service set is FFS.

Service Continuity Requirements:

When services are provided by the IMS, subscribers shall have a consistent user experience regardless of the access network used, subject to the constraints of the UE and access network.

Also, subscriber services shall be maintained after domain transfer occurs, subject to the constraints of the UE and access network.

Emergency Call:
Emergency Call shall be supported by IMS.

Priority Service:
Priority Service shall be supported by IMS.
