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Introduction
Following a question made during TSG SA-33 as to why the service continuity for speech was not applicable to emergency calls, T-Mobile decided to propose a change to TS 22.278 in order to introduce such requirement. 

It has to be noted that unlike TS 11 (speech) the emergency calls in the PS domain (via IMS) are only supported from Rel-7 onwards, therefore it was necessary to add a caveat to the requirement. 

Conclusion

It is proposed to add section 7.1.3.x to TS 22.278

7.1.3.X
Service continuity at domain and RAT change for emergency calls
If the PS domain offers the support for emergency calls (TS12 equivalent), then it shall be possible to support continuity of an established voice emergency call, i.e. between a TS12 and an equivalent PS service, when the UE moves between two different domains and RATs. 

If emergency calls (TS12 equivalent) are supported in the PS domain the requirements of section 7.1.3.1 shall apply.
