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Introduction and proposal
We suggest adding two new sentences; 

-one says that the CAT should be chosen according to capabilities of the terminal. It is for instance not possible to send video to a terminal that doesn’t support video.

-the other new sentence discusses the priority between the CATs set by the calling and the called party.

Suggest removing the option to play CAT during Busy and Call waiting. Otherwise the different cases have to be better specified (like priorities between CAT chosen by Called and Calling party).

The section about call forwarding is removed since it is covered in chapter 6.

Suggest removing the part about test-period for new subscribers. This doesn’t need to be described by 3GPP.

Suggest removing the “press a key” part of the description. The Copy can be done in several other means like described later in the same section.

Suggest removing the sentence about when to charge the user. This is outside the scope of SA1.

The requirement about to choose the CAT while the terminal is ringing is unclear. Do we mean a situation when somebody wants to send a dedicated busy signal back? Then it makes sense, but not if the called party intends to answer the call. We therefore suggest removing the sentence or clarifying it.
The requirement that the calling party shall be able to stop the CAT by pressing a button, it has been extended for allowing the calling party to stop the CAT not per call basis.
Please take the following comments and suggestions into account when discussing chapter 5.1 of TR 22.982.

5.1
Basic CAT

The CAT service, offered by an operator to his subscribers, should at least be able to fulfil the following requirements:
-
The service user can easily subscribe the CAT service, activate the CAT service, and update the settings, e.g. to change his active CAT.
- 
The CAT should be chosen according to capabilities of the calling party’s terminal.
-
The calling party can experience the CAT set by the called party.
-
The calling party can experience the CAT set by the calling party.
-
The calling party should be able to decide which CAT should have priority, the one set by the called or calling party.
-
The CAT shall override the default alerting tone towards the calling subscriber.
-
Each CAT subscriber has a personal CAT library to store all his CATs. The CAT can be chosen from the CAT library according to rules such as time, calling party’s location, called party’s location, calling party’ preference, called party’s preference.
-
In the cases when call establishment is not completed,  e.g. the called party is busy,  the calling party will listen the traditional prompt tone, not CAT.

-
In the case of call waiting, the calling party will listen the traditional prompt tone, not CAT.



-
The calling user should be able to ‘copy’ the CAT (original content) as his own CAT in close relation with the call. The copy request may be deployed by a network using a means like

· DTMF

· SMS/MMS/IM message

· USSD 
· WEB/WAP
·  etc.
-
The user whose CAT service is active will be charged according to a specified charging mode.
.
-
When the called party answers the call, the call channel is set up and the CAT stops. 
· As an option, the content of the CAT may be deployed by operator to continue playing

· 

· When the called party is notified about an incoming call, the called party can send an indication to the CAT system which CAT to play to the calling party.

-
When the CAT is playing, the calling party can stop it for instance by pressing a specific button, then he shall experience the general alerting tone.
-
The calling party shall be able to configure his CAT service in order to reject the CAT provided by the called party and instead experience the general alerting tone
-
In any case, CAT service shall not affect the conversation between calling and called party.
�This requirement oesn't work well with the very last bullet. Also, shouldn't this be an option for the subscriber as well?


�This sentence is not needed.


�Do we mean a situation when somebody want to send a dedicated busy signal back? Then it makes sence,but not if the called party intends to answer the call. (Unclear, suggest to remove the sentence)
