Basic CAT

The CAT service, offered by an operator to his subscribers, should at least be able to fulfil the following requirements:
-
The service user can easily subscribe the CAT service, activate the CAT service, and update the settings, e.g. to change his active CAT.
-
The calling party can experience the CAT set by the called party.
-
The calling party can experience the CAT set by the calling party.
-
In the case that both the calling party and the called party set the CAT, the CAT set by calling party is prior.

-
The CAT shall replace the alerting tone towards the calling subscriber.
-
Each CAT subscriber has a personal CAT library in the CAT equipment to store all his CATs. During a calling, the CAT can be chosen from the CAT library according to  a lot of rules, such as the calling time, calling location, called location, calling party’ preference, called party’s preference.
-
In the cases of call failed,  e.g. the called party is busy,  as a default the calling party will listen the traditional prompt tone ,not CAT.
-
There should be a possibility to configure a specific CAT to be played
-
In the case of call waiting, as a default the calling party will listen the traditional prompt tone ,not CAT.
-
There should be a possibility to configure a specific CAT to be played
-
In the cases of call forward, the principle is that who is ringing, whose CAT is playing to the caller party. For example, user A called user B, user B call forward to user C. In this case, user A would experience the CAT set by C . But optionally  the CAT system also may be deployed as that the calling party experiences only the CAT provided by original called party (B) regardless of the call forwarding.
