5 General Description
Convergent Multimedia Conference is characterized by a mix of audio, video and data services which allows multiple parties to communicate simultaneously. It can be sorted into two types: Ad-hoc and Reserved conference.
· Ad-hoc conference

It is an unscheduled conference that is created on-the-fly by a user who shall be authorized to define the rules for the conference (e.g. permission rules, starting and ending criteria, topics, etc). Notification shall be able to deliver to the user’s device on the status of the conference after successful establishment of an Ad-hoc conference, while the user shall be appointed as the default host. When initiating an Ad-hoc conference, it shall be possible to include scenarios as follows: 
· Creating an Ad-hoc conference without participants list, i.e. user shall be able to initiate a conference, other participants shall request or be invited to join the conference.

· Creating an Ad-hoc conference with participants list, i.e. user shall be able to initiate a conference with selected participants in an ad-hoc manner or by using a pre-defined group definition.

· Reserved conference
It is a scheduled conference that is created with pre-defined parameters (e.g. starting and ending time, participants list, media types, maximum number of participants permitted in the conference, membership management policy, etc) in advance of the actual conference starting time. Notifications shall be transmitted to participants on the conference state via specific means (e.g. email, SMS, IM, Wappush, etc.). Thereafter identified participants can be invited to join the conference.
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
