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For the development of an architecture for IMS centralized services, it is necessary to clarify if there is a requirement to offer IMS services to legacy UEs.

Two possible approaches have been identified.
a) To offer IMS services to new (post Release-7) UEs only. Services are enabled from a centralized IMS server, using a new protocol based on USSD/SMS signaling from CS UE to IMS domain.  
b) To offer IMS services to new and legacy UEs. Services are enabled by adding a new function below the MSC that intercepts and translates over-the-air supplementary services messages to SIP. 
Approach a) would lead to a lower impact solution.

Approach b) would allow a phased migration from CS to IMS networks. However, the functionality of a) would still be needed in addition for “new” UEs roaming in areas where MSCs are not upgraded. 
SA1 is invited to consider the above and recommend which approach to follow for standardization.
