At this early stage, it is unknown that there is such requirement for each region; therefore, it was decided that the use-case should be investigated first and included in generic section. If necessary, specific use-case (e.g. based on regional requirement) would be included in the Annex of TR. 
A proposal to allocate a section to do the gap analysis for each domain (CS/PS) in main body was deleted from TR. Allocating this section in main body contradicts another contribution, in which it is allocating the section in Annex. Moreover, it was suggested this study should be based on service aspect in the first place, not domain specific study.

Several proposals of editorial change such as simplifying the sentence was agreed and reflected into TR.  It was suggested this study also needs to identify the target people for this service and clarify the people who has the authorisation to apply this service.
