Scope

This document studies service requirements associated with the alignment of services between the CS domain and the IMS domain. It includes consideration of aspects for offering services from both domains (e.g. in a distributed approach), as well as from a single domain (e.g. IMS centralized services).

This is to ensure that the end user gets a consistent service experience no matter which domain is used within the capability limits of that domain.

The services in scope are:

· Conversational voice and video services

· Messaging services

· Supplementary Services as applied to the above.
For each of the above types, the service features that should be supported in each of the domains are described. Also, how each service will behave when transferring between domains is described.  

Also considered is how to support existing ("traditional") services while allowing new, innovative services to be provided to the end user using the enhanced capabilities of the IMS. It will also cover possible migration paths from existing to new service capabilities, inter-working between CS based services and IMS based services including terminal impacts. The work will also consider roaming and call handling, interaction with legacy terminals, and the provision of user state and location for services established on CS or IMS and for services transferred between them.
