Justification

For Fixed-Mobile Convergence (FMC), some scenarios require seamless roaming and handover between a GSM/GPRS/3G mobile network and a WLAN fixed network, as described in S1-061165.  The fixed and mobile networks may be independently authenticated to different HLRs requiring different Network Access Applications (NAAs) on the UICC.  To maintain the quality of the customer experience, seamless handover requires that the handset is authenticated to both networks simultaneously, for relatively short periods of time.
TS22.278, Service requirements for the evolution of the 3GPP system (section 7.1.1), states: "The evolved 3GPP system shall provide mobility mechanisms to support frequent handovers within and across 3GPP access systems and non 3GPP access systems in order to avoid service degradation."  TS22.101, Service Aspects; service principles (Section 7.1), lays down the principle that “3GPP specifications shall enable the user of a single terminal to establish and maintain several connections simultaneously.”  At Plenary 33, SA stated "For technical work in the WGs, the intention is to support non-3GPP accesses as far as possible."  This Work Item supports these principles.
